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Obstruction Ultimatique

A performance by Palle Granhoj based on choreographical material created in cooperation with the performers

"Obstruction Ultimatique" (OBSU) is a dance concert. The piece is based on the so-called obstruction technique, which aims at creating new movement expressions that evolve when one limits and restricts original expressions. In "OBSU" the dance style is presented in a humorous and entertaining way. One can experience four of Denmark’s best dancers together with three exciting musicians in a composition of unconventional form. Together they present a dance concert that develops into a true jam session. The performers are all dressed in fashion wear to emphasize that they are not characters on a stage but simply ordinary people. The music is composed specifically for the piece and is performed live by a flamenco singer, a percussionist and an Obukano player (an african bass instrument).
